USDA Identification Program
All intact breeding animals entered in the Hartford Fair for the purpose of partici-
pating in the sheep breeding class shows must follow guidelines as listed below:
1) All intact breeding animals must be identified with official USDA approved identifi
cation, (USDA approved tags, USDA approved tattoos,or identification in the
Scrapie Flock Certification Program).
a. All registered animals with accompanying registration tattoos would be acceptable]
once flock is registered with USDA (registration tags are not acceptable);|
b. If the breeding animal was purchased outside of Ohio, the animal must have of
ficial USDA identification as well as a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI)
signed by both the veterinarian and the exhibitor within 30 days of the opening
of the Hartford Fair. (CVI must attest to the following: “the sheep in this shipment|
are not known to be under any movement restrictions because of scrapie.”)
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
